COOKIN’ WITH COACH  - Chris “Coach” Akers 

If you are like me, you’re probably a little sick of turkey 
and stuffing by now. There are so many creative things to 
do with turkey and, after day 5, you just want it to go 
away! 

But fear not! One thing that never grows old is a nice 
Christmas cookie. And boy, do I have the treat for you. 
Introducing Christmas Cornflake Wreath cookies! 

Ingredients: 

 1/3 cup of butter 

 4 cups of miniature marshmallows 

 1 teaspoon of green food coloring 

 6 cups of cornflakes 

 Red cinnamon candies 

In a large saucepan, melt butter over low heat. Add 
marshmallows and stir until melted. Remove from heat 
and stir in food coloring. Add corn flakes cereal, stirring 
until well coated. Using 1/4 cup dry measure coated with 
cooking spray, evenly portion warm cereal mixture. Using 
buttered fingers, quickly shape into individual wreaths. 
Dot with cinnamon candies.
