Can you believe we are in March already? It seems as 
though we were just decorating the tree and now it’s 
almost time to hide Easter eggs! 

March contains two highly-anticipated events: St. Pat-
rick’s Day and March Madness. This month, I decided to 
combine the two for a greenish snack fit for any occa-
sion: Guacamole Deviled Eggs! 

Ingredients: 

 6 hard boiled eggs, cut lengthwise 

 1 ripe avocado, pitted and peeled 

 1 tbsp. fresh lime juice 

 1/4 tsp. salt 

 1/4 tsp. onion powder 

 1 tsp. minced garlic 

 2 tsp. finely chopped cilantro 

 Smoked Paprika 

Remove egg yolks from halved eggs  and place in small 
bowl. Add avocado, lime juice, salt, onion powder, garlic 
and cilantro. Mash with fork until mixture is smooth. 
Spoon mixture into halved eggs, sprinkling with  a dash 
of paprika. Store in an air–tight container for up to two 
days.
